If a vendor is found selling non-original items, they will be asked to leave immediately 
without refund. 

• Vendors must be 18 years of age (or older) or accompanied by an adult.

• Vendors are responsible for obtaining all permits and licenses necessary to carry out activities of the 
show. Vendors must have a valid NYS Sales Tax Identification number and are responsible for the 
collection of sales tax.
